We are investing in our children and 

grandchildren and the booming digital 

economy by:  
 

Providing coding and digital skills 

education through programs like 

CanCode, equipping young people 

with the confidence and skills to work 

in the digital domain.  
 

Focusing on science, technology, 

engineering, and mathematics through 

programs like PromoScience, which is 

central to our Innovation and Skills 

Plan.

Building safe and modern learning 

spaces in schools that honour 

Indigenous knowledge, values, and 

culture where Indigenous youth can 

learn, explore, and thrive. In addition to 

the school projects underway in over 

100 communities, we have supported 

the creation of Canadaõs first First 

Nation-run school board, the Manitoba 

First Nations School System. 
 

Renovating and building safe and 

affordable housing across the country 

to reduce overcrowding and reduce 

waiting lists for homes. 
 

Improving the mental and physical 

health of First Nations and Inuit 

communities by working with 

provincial governments to provide 

quality care. We are working with Inuit 

Tapiriit Kanatami (ITK) to improve 

mental health services through Inuit-

led approaches. Together with the 

Ontario government and Nishnawbe 

Aski Nation (NAN), we have signed an 

agreement to transform Indigenous 

health care to be community -driven and 

more responsive to the needs of NAN 

First Nations. 
 

There is still much work to do on the journey 

to reconciliation. We will continue to build 

our nation -to-nation relationship with 

Indigenous Peoples, based on recognition of 

rights, respect, co-operation, and partnership.

Providing for Those Who Provided for Us  

On September 21, the new Canada-

European Union (EU) Comprehensive 

Economic and Trade Agreement (CETA) 

was provisionally implemented, beginning 

a new chapter in the relationship between 

Europe and Canada, and setting a new 

standard in progressive trade agreements.  
 

This is an ambitious deal that puts middle 

class people front and centre, and 

represents an incredible new opportunity 

for Canadian businesses, small and large.  

  

Through CETA, Canadians now have access 

to a market of more than 500 million 

consumers. This means Canadians now 

have preferential market access, through 

agreements  

Our government is committed to helping seniors stay independent and in their homes for 

as long as possible. We also recognize the hard work and sacrifices that families make 

every day while caring for their loved ones. Weõre investing in families to ensure that 

seniors and their caregivers get the support they need.  
 

We have: 
  

Modernized outdated rules around 

patented drug prices for the first time in 

over 20 years to protect Canadians, 

particularly seniors, from high drug prices. 
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Women entrepreneurs in developing 

countries are creating jobs, advancing 

gender equality, and helping build 

economies that work for everyone. Despite 

the vital role they play, women 

entrepreneurs often face major obstacles to 

financing and growing their businesses. 
 

As part of our Governmentõs commitment to 

gender equality and womenõs economic 

empowerment, Canada will contribute $20 

million toward the Women Entrepreneurs 

Finance Initiative (We-Fi). 
 

Led by the World Bank, We-Fi will help 

women-owned and women-led businesses 

in developing countries to access the 

resources they need, including financial and 

technical assistance.

Supported caregivers who are caring 

for critically ill or injured family 

members by introducing the new 

Canada Caregiver Credit. 
 

Provided more money for home and 

mental health care to ensure that 

seniors can receive care and stay in 

their homes for as long as possible. 
 

Introduced a National Housing Fund 

that addresses critical housing needs 

while putting vulnerable citizens 

first, including seniors.
